Dear Sri Krishna Committee Members,
Sub: Please form Telangana State immediately
Jai Telangana!

You all are aware that we are living under Andhra Raj (Andheri Raj), just like we Indians were
living under British Raj. We have been working hard to reinstate our Telangana State for almost
54 years.

We Telangana people never wanted or agreed to the illegal merger with Andhra. Andhra state in
1952 had Kurnool as its capital with no facilities or infrastructure. They ran their offices out of
temporary tents and small buildings. They had their eyes on the well developed, city of
Hyderabad and two major rivers flowing through the Hyderabad state. We are asking for re-
establishment of Telangana (Hyderabad) just like before the forcible merger with Andhra
excluding the areas given to Maharashtra and Karnataka.

Moreover, Telangana struggle is given different color by hijacking it to just lack of development.
We are not talking about lack of development. We are talking about the denial of rightful share
to revenue distribution, government funding disparities, water allocation disparities, jobs
disparities and educational development disparities etc. All these contributed to our demise of
high growth, high revenue and resourceful Telangana state. We are not talking about private
sector industry. We are talking about government schools, colleges etc. We are talking about
the 90% Andhra officers in Singareni Colleries, NTPC, BHEL, ECIL etc in the heart of
Telangana. We are talking about stealing of Nizam Sugar Factory from Telangana by Delta
Paper Mills (Andhra Company) for peanuts with political support. We are talking about 90%
bank managers, clerks in Telangana areas. We are talking about Andhrites prosperity in
Hyderabad using Hyderabad resources where as they should have been used by Telanganites.
We are talking about illegal stealing of

state's water resources by one region. We are talking about State building infrastructure and
spending for development in one region only. We are talking of living in slavery just like we did
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under Nizam for 224 years. We are talking about our freedom for only 8 years from 1948(End of
Nizam to 1956 formation of Andhra Pradesh).

We lost of identity and opportunity to flourish because of illegal Andhra invasion followed by
looting of state funds for their development. Let this be very clear.

Hijacking a genuine Telangana movement with some cheap talks of development and
percentages is not healthy and true.

Talent is not a property of one region or one set or one group of people. Andhrites did not
became overnight literates and very competitive. You see all these new breed of educated
people now but do you know why there are not many from Telangana even now? Do you think
they could have done engineering, medical and other advanced degrees if their fathers could
not even afford for food and clothing? One acre land in Andhra with state sponsered canal
irrigation system yields more than one acre in Telangana irrigated with bore wells? Do you know
Government is funding Andhra farmers with canal water by setting up projects, maintaining
them? On the other hand, Telangana farmers have to pay for motors, pay for electricity and
maintenance. | am not saying Andhra farmers do not have them. But the canal irrigation system
gives them definitely a greater edge on Telangana farmers in many places.

Andhra families could afford better education for their kids because they could make more
money from forming. Don't you know this was one major reason why Andhrites were able to get
to better studies and excel in many areas compared to Telanganites? At what expense?
Telangana resources were used for their development, their canal based irrigation and
ultimately wealth improvement.

Then central government apprehensions about Hyderabad state is purely wrong which can be
very clearly ruled by looking at the first "Chief Minister of Hyderabad state after Independence,
Burgula Rama Krishna Rao (Brahmin). Moreover Nehru said he did not like Visalandhra concept
in 1953. Later on, heavy lobbying and money power changed the equation for Andhrites. Muslim
could have been a major force in Hyderabad city but overall in Telangana, they are only 12% to
13% even today. Where is the possibility of Kashmir?

Ridiculous and ignorant comparisons!

Nagarjuna Sagar dam could have benefited thousands of people if it was build at the original
location where it was originally planned. Telangana would have produced more educated kids,
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comparatively. Don’t you know Nagarjuna Sagar submerged Telangana areas giving water to
Andhra areas for the most part (90%). doesn't this cause economic and social disparities? We
were separate entity and could have flourished without Andhra invasion and constant stealing.

At the time of illegal merger, they gave exemptions to Andhrites to qualify for jobs in Hyderabad
whereas Telangana people were not given any despite of their primary medium being Urdu and
absence of English for the most part. Again cheating!

We are not talking about one district comparisons to the other.

We are talking about two different entities, Telangana and Andhra and Andhrites illegal
occupation of Telangana against the wishes of Telangana. On top of that, Andhrites took over
all of our resources, water, jobs, well developed city and more than everything else the power to
rule so that they can constantly steal and divert our resources for the benefit of Andhrites.

They all steal funds, jobs, water, and our city on daily basis!

The new 6 universities setup very recently in 2007/2008 got 10% of funding compared to Just
Cuddapah university (Yogi Vemana) even until today. What a shameless "stealing"?

Recent NABARD GO allocates 121 crores to Andhra and 8.5 crores to Telangana. State
government argued that the Telangana districts will get more funds in the next phase when
challenged in the court of law. What kind of justice is this? They stole our shirts, pant and now
under wears! Where is the limit to stealing?

How can you expect good governance under Andhrites 47.5 years rule out of 54 years of
Andhrapradesh existence? Can they undo all the injustice done so far? Can Andhrites give
Chief Minister post to a Telanganites for the next 50 years to come to undo current disparity of
6.5 yrs Telangana versus 47.5 yrs Andhra? Can they remove all the top bosses of

all government bodies and fix the percentage of regional representations? Can they give
secretariat jobs in the deserving ration to Telanganites? Can the Andhra white collar workers
from Telangana be moved back to their places? Can the government funds be regulated by
statutory bodies to send equal sharing according to their contributions? Can you undo
Nagarjuna Sagar and move it back 19 km to enable Telangana get it's fair share of water? Can
Srisailam dam left canal constructed before any other projects? Can Polavaram be stopped
now? Can they give anything in return for Polavaram project and the land lost because of
Polavaram? Can they compensate Telangana for land losses for Nagarjuna Sagar dam? Can
they remove 90% of officers in Singereni Colleries and fill them with Telangana employees?
Can BHEL 60% to 80% Andhra employees be replaced with Telangana people? Can they
provide same kind of funding new universities got to Telangana as well? Can they open
proportionate junior colleges and degree colleges in Telangana? Can they fill the positions in
these colleges with Telangana people? We are talking about Government sponsored schools,
colleges not private owned. Can they build the same roads infrastructure in Telangana, just like
Andhra? Can they compare the industries in both regions and fix the disparity by building new
industries in Telangana? | guess then, it would be good governance. Otherwise it would
ridiculous to talk about good governance in the face stealing!
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| can only laugh at advises like "fight for the issues, not separation”. Of course, we have to fight
forever for every penny which is stolen every day. Andhrites keep stealing our resources and
money every moment! Great justice! Many committees, commissions said every time we fight
harder, that injustice is done and we will fix it. Did this ever happen in the last 54 years! Lies
again! We can have a happy family only when everyone gets fair share. Not tens of years of
cheating on daily basis.
