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different than British occupation of India or Nizam's occupation of Hyderabad State for 
225 years. Freedom became a distant dream for Telangana again with merger. We 
were given many assurances and promised many things in the form of Gentleman's 
agreement. None of these promises were fulfilled. Telangana people fought all along for 
freedom from Andhra occupation and the Government of India constituted many 
committees and commissions over the period of last 54 years of Telangana struggle. 
None of these committee recommendations or guidelines were implemented. We were 
cheated time and time again by super rich Andhrites with deceptive promises. At least 
23 major violations of agreements occurred so far. We do not like to see any more 
committees or commissions and strongly believe that our freedom from Andhra is the 
only solution to our 54 years old agony.  Let this be the last committee that will facilitate 
smooth formation of Telangana.
Andhra was part of Madras state until 1952. In 1952, they got a separate state from 
Madras but fought a lost battle with Tamil people for Madras. Overwhelming number of 
Andhra millionaires are still in Madras and Bangalore. Andhrites aggressive nature and 
invasive attitude got attracted towards Hyderabad, second best and fifth biggest city in 
India. Amid non-agreements from the Telangana people, against Fazal Ali commission’s 
recommendations, Andhra leaders succeeded in bullying the then Telangana legislators 
with money and lobbied central Government into this forcible marriage. We the people 
of Telangana who play fair and are not aggressive cannot live with Andhra people in 
peace and harmony in the midst of lies, cheating and brutal money force.

We are different:
Telangana culture differs in many ways from Andhra culture even though we speak the 
same language. Our festivals are very different from Andhra festivals. Over the period of 
time, we adopted Andhra festivals but Andhra never adopted ours. We have many 
Telugu scholars and wonderful Telugu in Telangana area. Andhrites feel their version of 
Telugu is the best and ours is the worst whereas the truth is that the way Telugu is 
spoken and written in all 23 districts of current Andhra Pradesh state differs. There is a 
mix of Urdu words in Telangana Telugu. As a person from a literary family, I feel 
Telangana Telugu uses better words and more closer to the bookish Telugu language 
than Andhra Telugu, barring some Urdu words.
Telangana people never tried to occupy anybody else's land. First, the Bahamani 
Sultan's occupied us in 1724 followed by Andhra people in 1956 after a brief 8 years 
period of freedom. We are very different from Andhra! We are oppressed and Andhrites 
are invaders! Behind all major scams; there is direct involvement of Andhrarites, such 
as failure of Krishi Bank, Nagarjuna Finance, Charminar Bank, Satyam Computers etc. 

We had highest revenue in 1953:
Hyderabad state (Telangana) was the highest revenue generating state compared to 
Andhra and Rayalaseema combined. We are still the same Hyderabad contributes 
about 37% to 40% revenue and rest of Telangana contributes about 28% to 31% 
revenue whereas Andhra and Rayalaseema combined contributes only 32% revenue. 
We never got our fare share of Government funds after the merger with Andhra and 
Rayalaseema.
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Discriminations and denial of rights:
1. Our Resources - Water

Water is the lifeline for human life and we all know from history that all cities in the 
World are established around rivers. Water powers economic growth through 
commercial crops and with canal irrigation systems, there is no limit for human 
society development. This is what exactly happened in Andhra. With major irrigation 
projects Andhrites got better irrigation opportunities via canals and improved 
acreage of farming. Telangana is rich in water, coal and other minerals. About 69% 
of Krishna and 80% of River Godavari flows through Telangana. We have rivers 
flowing right in front of our eyes but still we hardly get any water whereas Andhrites 
use 90% river waters for canal based farming. 

2. Our resources - Coal: Singareni Colleries in Telangana supplies coal to NTPC, 
Ramagundam, KTPS, Khammam in Telangana whose output is shared with national 
grid. Singareni feeds coal to VTPS in Vijayawada, Andhra and RTPS in 
Rayalaseema who power generation is mostly catered to the local population. What 
this means is that our coal is not used to serve us but used to serve mostly Andhra 
and Rayalaseema.

3. Our projects - Nagarjuna Sagar: Telangana was supposed to get 70% of water 
Share as per original agreement. Cheating and, greed played a big role in moving 
the project site 19km downstream thereby making it impossible for Telangana to get 
its share. Andhrites cheated us in the name of increased catchment area. We can 
understand the clear deception, if we can open google maps and see the placement 
of gates to both left and right canals. Left canal is operational just for couple of 
months of rainy season as even slight decrease of water levels result in not enough 
levels to release water to the left canals. The result is very clear. Telangana gets 
only 10% of Nagarjuna Sagar water. Most of the farm lands in Nalgonda served by 
the left canal are acquired by Andhra farmers, right around the time of Nagarjuna 
sagar project and they were successful in using canal irrigation to their benefits in 
both places. Even from that 10% of water; most of it is diverted to Hyderabad via 
pipes to supply the water to Andhra colonies; thus denying potable water to 
fluorescent victims of Nalgonda district. This is in-human!!

4. Our projects – Srisailam dam: Srisailam is another multipurpose hydro power 
project which was constructed in 1960 with a plan of left canal for Telangana and 
right canal for Andhra/Seema. Right canal and the dam construction finished in 1980 
but left canal remains a dream even today. The reasons cited for not finishing the left 
canal are ridiculous. The claim of extra money to make tunnels and lack of budget 
funds pushed the left canal project aside year after year. Is this not stealing water 
from both of major projects Nagarjuna Sagar and Srisailam?

5. Our projects - Sriram Sagar Project: This is the only project that was built in 
Telangana and for Telangana. One greatest pity of this project is that it is not 
complete even after 50 years whereas Andhra and Rayalaseema projects get 
finished in no time.

6. Our projects - Nizam Sagar: This was Nizam's gift to Telangana people, especially 
the people of Nizamabad districts. This project used to irrigate more than 3,00,000 
acres of ayacut before and shortly after the merger. Now it hardly serves 50,000 
acres. Why? Because of reduced storage capacity and lack of maintenance and no 
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money for maintenance. There was a hydro power project in Nizam Sagar which 
does not exist now. Construction of Singur project proved death knell for Nizam 
Sagar project as river Manjira water was diverted to feed Hyderabad where Andhra 
population sprawled in the last 54 years.

7. New project - Polavaram: This dam is being built at Polavaram in West Godavari 
district right across the border from Khammam district in Telangana. As per official 
calculation about 300+ villages in Telangana (Khammam) and only two of Andhra 
villages will be submerged. The dam technically will be in Polavaram, Andhra, but 
the backwaters submerge about 450 villages in Telangana as per private estimates. 
Is this not injustice? We are not opposed to building projects! But what is being done 
for Telangana? Nothing! Did Andhra compensate Telangana for all the irrigation 
projects build in Telangana to supply water to Andhra? The clear answer is “No” and 
they want to rob more Telangana waters by building Polavaram.

8. Agriculture: Most of Telangana agriculture depends on small tanks bore wells and 
ponds (built by Nizam). Andhrites canal based farming increased four folds whereas 
Telangana canal based agriculture decreased in half after the merger. The numbers 
shown by Andhrites do not show the truth and ground reality. Telangana farmers pay 
huge sums to acquire electric motors, dig bore wells which cost huge money. 
Whereas Andhra farmers get water to their farm via canal irrigation system and their 
cost of farming is way lower. Bore well based Farming increased in Telangana after 
the merger as desperate Telangana farmer had to depend on his own resources as 
opposed to Andhrites State sponsored and funded canal irrigation. Everybody is 
aware of what happens to underground water, if used excessively. The associated 
costs and overhead power, equipment etc for bore well based farming did not apply 
to canal based Andhra farmers. There are number of incidents of Telangana 
farmers’ suicides because of huge debts and poor crops. The cheating in project 
water sharing and lack of funds to the existing projects resulted in this bad situation 
for Telangana. The total ayacut area in all 10 Telangana districts put together is less 
than that of Guntur district alone!! Don’t we all agree that State sponsored 
agriculture helped Andhrites to flourish? This economic growth helped their kids to 
go for higher education enabling them to pay for expenses. Does this elevate 
Andhrites chances of improving their life standards cumulatively? Don’t we agree 
that this is one of the main reasons for Andhrites to make considerable progress 
compared to Telangana? Many of the farmers in Telangana struggle to get one time 
meal for the day, leave alone sending their kids to schools. So, ultimately Andhra 
kids have been migrating to greener pastures such as America, Canada and 
Australia etc; however, Telangana people migrated to Middle Eastern countries. Due 
to various immigration issues hundreds of Telangana labourers are still in the Middle 
Eastern countries jails. None of the Governments have extended helping hands.

9. Our Jobs: Until independence in 1948 from Nizam of Hyderabad, our primary 
medium of teaching in Telangana schools was Urdu. Everybody was forced to learn 
Urdu at that time. At the time and after the merger, Andhra rulers imported, Andhra 
people into Telangana citing the non-availability of Telugu literate people in 
Telangana. The fair share of Telangana was constantly denied and as a result, we 
have more that 90% secretariat are Andhra employees whereas the remaining 10% 
Telangana employees are 3rd and 4th class employees. Great injustice in the heart 
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of Telangana! Most of the upscale government jobs all across Telangana are 
occupied by Andhrites. You can hardly find a Telangana manager in any of the local 
and national banks of Telangana. Post master jobs, Principals of colleges, Excise 
inspectors, Police bosses, District and MLA positions were all taken by Andhra 
people. Public sector companies are all filled by mostly Andhrites.

10. IT boom: IT industry is one of the most promising industries in Hyderabad like few 
other cities in India. Guess who is enjoying the benefits! About 90% Andhra migrants 
and about 10% of local Telangana people are benefited by this boom. It attracted 
more Andhrites to migrate to Hyderabad. Look at the company statistics. Every 9 IT 
employees out of 10 are from Andhra. Almost all of the IT, Bio-tech and other 
businesses are owned by Andhra people. 

11.Other businesses:Most of the profitable, high capital businesses are owned by 
Andhrites. All news papers, TV channels, film making industry are all owned by 
them. It is worthwhile to mention that some of these Andhra leaders have amassed 
so much wealth illegally; that they have influenced the Central Government (as 
evident from incidents after Mr. Chidambaram’s statement on behalf of Government 
of India on Dec 9, 2009); and it was also evident from demand by AP MLAs to install 
ex-CM’s son as CM of AP after his father’s tragic death

12.Our lost Industries: Nizam Sugar factory in Bodhan, Nizamabad, established by 
Nizam of Hyderabad was biggest sugar factory in Asia at one point in time. 
Thousands of acres of land dedicated and owned by the factory with a total of 4 
branches in Telangana districts. AP Government sold 51% of ownership of these 
factories for Rs. 65,40,00,000 (Rs. 65.5 cores) to a Andhra company, Delta Paper 
mills. The value of the lands owned by NSF value itself is tens of times more than 
the 52% stake sold to Delta Paper Mills. Many other Telangana industries were 
either taken over or shutdown after the merger.

13.Contractors in Telangana: There are Andhra and Rayalaseema contractors in 
every district of Telangana. Their numbers crossed alarming levels long ago but we, 
the people of Telangana, became helpless. Political leaders are exerting pressure 
on local officials to award the contracts to the Andhra, Rayalaseema contractors 
denying local bidders. 

14.Migrants occupation of Telangana farm lands in water rich areas:
Many of the Andhra poor migrated over to the Nizam Sagar, Telangana area and 
developed on the lands they bought for cheap from poor Telangana people and rich 
Patels and Reddys who moved to Hyderabad due to naxal issue at that time. 
Andhrites know how to benefit the most. They built canals in their area for irrigation 
and also occupied well irrigated areas in Telangana! They are everywhere!

15.Power imbalance: With 41.5% population and 43% land share, Telangana became 
minority in united Andhra Pradesh. We were promised of sharing power with Chief 
Minister and Deputy Chief Minister Posts which never worked out. The very first 
Chief Minister of united Andhra Pradesh abolished the deputy chief minister post. 
We were not given prominent ministries all along. There were 4 chief ministers from 
Telangana who lasted only for a total of 6.3 years out of 54 years of Andhra 
Pradesh. Many Andhrites became MLAs in Telangana region. Many political and 
government institutions got heads from Andhra area only. Political and power 
imbalance is the major source of these problems.
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16.Universities and Educational institutions:
Current IIT in Hyderabad was originally proposed to be located in Basar, tribal 
village of Nizamabad district. Instead the then Chief Minister played deceiving tricks 
and snatched IIT off of Basar to take it to Hyderabad where it could benefit the place 
where there are people from all regions. NTR Health University was shifted to 
Vijayawada from Hyderabad without any justification causing trouble to thousands of 
students and stealing one of our universities. Osmania University was established by 
Nizam and still is a prominent University in the whole country. There are a total of 6 
universities announced for 10 districts whereas Rayalaseema alone got 9 
universities for 4 districts. Yogi Vemana University in Cuddapah, Rayalaseema got 
230 crores as opposed to about 30 crores for all 6 universities put together in 
Telangana. Almost all of the corporate education institutions in Telangana are 
owned by Andhra migrants. Corporate educational institutions grabbed meritorious 
students to grow their businesses, increase price of education and thus decreasing 
the already poor local Telangana people.

17.Lost growth opportunities and Government spending disparities:
Telanganites only chance of prosperity was lost to Andhrites with the forcible 
merger. Telanganites could have used their well developed Hyderabad and natural 
resources after Independence from Nizam's rule. Andhra people's migration was the 
key to denial of right's to the rightful owner’s (Telangana people) of Hyderabad. 
Even though number of Andhrites in Hyderabad is way lower than Telangana 
people, they quickly established and amassed wealth and ultimately became the 
richest of all and other majority people. Their newly created wealth using 
Hyderabad's resources made them very influential in politics. 
We believe development happens with self rule and believe that we can develop in 
no time using our own resources. We will deal with our problems ourselves. We 
don't need Andhra people exploiting Telangana resources and grew on Telangana 
City and water resources. Cumulative loss of growth opportunities due to denial of 
rightful share on our own resources made us the most underdeveloped area in the 
most developed state in independent India. Andhra steals about 90% of all 
government funds from Andhra Pradesh state right in front of our eyes. Just couple 
of months ago they took 121 crores to Andhra and gave 8.5 crores to Telangana 
NABARD funds. Every Government orders (GO) dealing with money in the last 54 
years has proof of stealing money from Telangana whereas the revenue from 
Andhra, Rayalaseema is way lower than Telangana.
Telangana people would have developed, gotten all the jobs in public and private 
sectors created by Telangana resource, if Andhrites did not occupy our land. We 
would have produced our own capitalists benefitting the locals. Hyderabad would 
have been the same prominent city no matter who was there. IT is a very basic fact 
that the fruits of Hyderabad’s established infrastructure and revenue were used for 
the development invaders. This is definitely a stolen opportunity and denial of rights 
of rightful owners.

18.We became second class citizens in our own Capital City, Hyderabad:
Hyderabad's unparalleled Infrastructure lured Andhrites to Telangana in 1956. Even 
before independence Andhrites played active role through Communist party Andhra 
Maha sabha to work for their dream of Vishalandhra. With occupation and heavy 
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influx of migrants, Hyderabad's demographics quickly turned around with sizeable 
Andhra population

A total of 325 plus Students/others suicides for Telangana:
So far 325 plus students and other people sacrificed their lives in the hope that their 
death could help the politicians understand the urgency of the situation and will act to 
achieve Telangana dream. This is really horrific. Our Telangana students and people 
die by burning themselves in most cases and hanging in some cases, right in front of 
our eyes and we are helpless. We have been trying hard to deliver the message to the 
students and teenagers not to commit suicides. Unfortunately we had little success in 
reducing the emotions in people's minds. Every Telangana person is thinking of doing 
something for Telangana. These suicides are a result of despair and frustration. We can 
imagine the mental status and emotions of the teenagers as we ourselves are 
experiencing this trauma. We do not want any more suicides. We do not want even one 
more life from Telangana sacrificed for this cause. Please help our people! Save lives!  

Deceived by every political party except BJP and TRS:
Every time, every political party in Telangana said "We support Telangana", "we support 
social Telangana", "Jai Telangana" during the election campaigns. Innocent Telangana 
people did not know who was really in support of Telangana and who were not. The 
votes were split due to the cunning nature of these political parties. Once late Chief 
Minister of Andhra Pradesh, did the most insult to Telangana in recent history. He 
constituted a committee for Telangana just before the elections and at 3:30pm right 
before the polling was to finish in Telangana districts, he commented "If we give 
Telangana back, we will become foreigners in Hyderabad. We have to take passport 
and visa to go to Hyderabad". This was totally uncalled for by a Chief Minister of the 
state. After the elections they started claiming that Telangana people did not vote for 
TRS party and thus people do not want Telangana. I wonder how this blatant lie even 
came out when every political party got votes and split votes by saying "JAI 
TELANGANA". On December 7th, 2009, all party conference unanimously agreed for 
Telangana and changed their stand on December 10, 2009 after our home minister Mr. 
Chidambaram's Telangana declaration on December 9, 2009

Andhra leaders’ misrepresentation of numbers:
To counter the recent upsurge in 54 year old Telangana movement and also previous 
struggles, Andhra leaders came up with misrepresentation of numbers.
For example, they say Telangana educational intuitions grew by 200% (from 10 to 30) 
compared to Andhra 100% from (100 to 200). Projecting percentages of increase by 
hiding the absolute numbers clearly reflects ethics of Andhrites. Similarly they claim that 
rice production in Karimnagar surpassed some district in Andhra and conclude that 
“Telangana is developed”. What a blatant lie! Even if we think that Karimnagar’s paddy 
production is getting better, Andhrites do not want to talk about cost of production for 
bore wells, motors and other associated costs. The cost of produce from Telangana is 
way higher than that of Andhra. We are not using State sponsored canal irrigation 
system like Andhrites. 
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Andhrites fears about their status in Hyderabad after separation:
Did Andhrites become foreigners in Madras when their claim for Madras was denied?
Does anybody has passports and required to take visas to go to Madras and 
Bangalore? Aren't we all living in independent India? Why can't Andhrites live in 
Hyderabad? Under development, unemployment and other problems are all over the 
place. Some places are more affected by cheating of other regions. Under development 
in Srikakulam and other areas in Andhra is not Telangana problem.

Flawed Philosophy – United Andhra (Samaikyandhra):
United Andhra (Samaikyandhra) is fundamentally flawed philosophy without any 
justification and basis which is only advantageous to the powerful. Samaikyandhra 
(united Andhra) is a imperialistic concept of forced alliance between two non-compatible 
entities. United Andhrapradesh (Samaikyandhra) theory so far for the last 54 year has 
been proved wrong as it became a game of unequal players and dominated and 
cheated by one side all the time. We have no problem in United Andhra only means 
Andhra and Rayalaseema. We don’t belong to United Andhra. We are Telangana and 
only belong to United INDIA.
When one of the two brothers in a family or one of the partner in joint  business feels 
that he is betrayed and cheated and demands for separation, can anybody in their right 
mind say “All is well”, “We can flourish if we are together”, “better together”, “Strong 
Andhra”? Who are benefited so far? Andhrites! They obviously like to keep us captured 
to facilitate more exploitation. The truth of the matter is we were separate in the past. 
We never wanted to join Andhra but force to do so. Now, after 54 years, we still feel that 
we are betrayed on daily basis. We do not want Andhrites rule. We want better future to 
our Telangana people.

What we want:
Self rule! Our villages, towns and cities all want self rule and reinstatement of 
Telangana state (former Hyderabad state). We had enough of this trauma for the last 54 
years and cannot take it anymore. We Telanganites are poor and innocent. We demand 
de-merger of Telangana from Andhra majority governance.  We want fair play and equal 
justice in our region.
Our sincere request to you and the Government of India is to form Telangana now. We 
believe that only Government of India can undo the injustice done to us. Please help the 
oppressed! Please help!
