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In the absence of essentials of development, according to Prout,
extensive government planning is indispensable for balanced 
economic growth of various Samaj-States in India that are listed in 
the annexure titled ‘Socio-Economic Units- Samajas/States for India’. 
Thus we advocate formation of ‘Telangana’, Sarkar’, and ‘Rayala 
Seema’ Samaj-States for all-round development of respective regions 
in all spheres.

Prout is an acronym that Sri Prabhat Ranjan Sarkar gives to his 
economic, social and political philosophy that blends spirituality with 
productive efficiency and distributive justice. It derives from what he 
calls “Progressive Utilization Theory,” that is ‘Pro’ taken from 
Progressive, ‘u’ from u tilization,‘t’ from t heory, together make up 
Prout. 

Spiritual Universalism, intellectual, technological, including Capital
Globalization, physical and material Localization, resonates in all 
Prout discourse. The resources of universe are joint property of 
human society, with right for maximum and proper utilization with 
minimal harm to ecology and environment.

Prout is driven by maximum and proper utilization of material and 
non-material resources available to society at any moment in a way 
that yields maximum satisfaction to the maximum number of people 
over maximum period of time. Thus while goods are to be produced 
from most efficient technology, the distribution of purchasing power
should be rational.
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Samaj-State  is a socio-economic group or unit predicated on ‘factors 
like common economic problems, uniform economic resources and 
potentialities, ethnic similarities, common geographical features, and 
the sentimental legacy of the people, which arises out of common 
socio-cultural ties like language, cultural traits, etc.’

After a careful study of India’s geography, soil conditions, natural 
resources, languages, and cultural factors Prout suggests that India 
should be divided into 44 Samajas / States. (Annexure-I)

Each Samaj, herein, ‘Telangana,’ ‘Rayala seema’ and ‘Sarkar’ should
be initially developed into a self-sufficient people’s economy with 
the least disruption to the existing system. Rather the existing 
structure should be integrated into the Proutist style of planning.

The Samaj-States under People’s economy should ensure the 
provision of minimum requirements for all. Each and every worker 
should be able to earn enough to meet his minimum needs of food, 
clothing, education, housing and medical care. Effectively minimum 
purchasing power should be guaranteed by a need-based minimum 
wage.

Priority for self-sufficient people’s economy means that each Samaj 
will develop its own 

�x Irrigation facilities, power plants, capital machinery industries.

�x Each Samaj-State would assess collective needs, and assure a 
dynamic balance between demand and supply of all locally 
produced goods to guarantee minimum requirements for all.
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Secondly under Commercial economy each Samaj-State would aim 
at maximum utilization and rational distribution of its resources.

�x Raw materials should be utilized in local industries to produce 
consumption goods and machines.

�x Employment of local people should take precedence over non-
local labour. 

�x Modern technology should be obtained from wherever it is 
available but not the raw materials.

�x Across Samajas / States in India and the world there should be 
free flow of capital and technology. 

�x Trade should be last resort and wasteful trade in intraindustry 
should be discouraged. 

Thirdly, the General economy comprises all the economic theories, 
including capitalist, socialist or Proutist. Economic relations to 
productive resources are structured to yield productive efficiency and 
rational distribution of purchasing power.

Reflecting this approach, Prout compares well with a 
pyramid.(Annexure-II)  The economy  divides into five major sectors, 
namely, 1.Public 2.Cooperative 3. Private  4. Education 5. Health

Balanced Economic Growth

Each Samaj-State should aim at balanced economic growth. In other 
words no more than 30% t 40% of the population should be engaged 
directly in agriculture, another 20% in agro-industries such as 
fertilizers, farm machinery ,etc., another 20% in agro-processing 
industries such as food processing, textiles, paper mills etc., about 
10% in internal trade and commerce, and remainder in intellectual 
white collar jobs.

�x Andhra Pradesh State is merger of three disparate socio-
economic Group units, that is, Samaj-States, - ‘Telangana’, 
‘Sarkar’ and ‘Rayala Seema’.

�x As under  Prout’s People’s Economy  the provision of  local 
employment at a need based purchasing power  for the people  
of respective  Samaj-States has been brutally violated, - as 
evidenced by uprooting cross  migration of  labour in Samaj-
States, rest of the Country  and  Middle East.

�x As under Prout’s Commercial Economy, maximum utilization 
and rational distribution of the local resources has been 
brutally violated by a trading approach, as evidenced by cross 
Samaj-State exploitation of Irrigation, Mineral, Energy
Resources, driven by Contractor, Mining, Real Estate and 
Politico-bureaucrat mafias.

�x The brutal exploitation and inhuman inequities in the Samaj-
States under People’s and Commercial economy is the direct 
result of configuration of Politico-Bureaucratic power operating 
on account unnatural merger of three disparate Samaj-States 
as Andhra Pradesh.

Annexure-II

Notes on Prout’s Economic Pyramid

General economy comprises all the economic theories, including 
capitalist, socialist or Proutist. Economic relations to productive 
resources are structured to yield sustainable productive efficiency and 
rational distribution of purchasing power.

Reflecting this approach, Prout compares well with a pyramid.(facing 
page)  The economy  divides into five major sectors, namely, 1.Public 
2.Cooperative 3. Private  4. Education 5. Health

�x Education and Health could be part of the first three sectors 
that support them, but they have enough features of their own 
to deserve separate treatment.

�x Agriculture is treated as an industry and as an integral to 
people’s economy is supported as large cooperatives or small 
private firms.

�x Private sector comprises small–scale industries, based on 
individual proprietorship, partnerships or small cooperatives, 
producing final consumer goods, agricultural products, and 
services.

�x Cooperative sector incorporates large scale enterprises 
producing consumer (including agricultural) goods and services.

�x Public sector is the base, producing public and intermediate 
goods, on which stands the rest of the economic system.  All 
minerals, Oil, Gas, public transport should be owned by the 
local government. Termed as ‘Key Industries’, should be under 
the control of immediate Government. Raw materials should be 
utilized locally to produce goods and generate employment.
